Occasionally, prescribed medicines need to be taken during the school day. Ideally, this should be done by a parent/carer coming into school to administer it, but we appreciate that this may be difficult due to work commitments or due to the nature of your child’s medical condition. 
The school cannot allow any medication in school unless this form is completed, signed and returned.
Short term medication must be prescribed by a doctor at least 4 times a day. School will then administer the medicine once during the school day. Long term medication must be prescribed by a doctor. Unfortunately, we cannot guarantee that medicine will be given at specific times.
